remen’s Justice State Council Matthias
Stauch was a student at the University
of Bremen in the seventies. Afterwards he
became administrative judge in Bremen and
worked for several years as a scientific as-
sistant at the Federal Constitutional Court.
In the nineties he worked for the Senator for
Finances in Bremen and in addition became
chief judge in 1994. Five years later he be-
came President of the Administrative Court
of Bremen. He was appointed chairman of
the Higher Administrative Court of Bremen
in 2002 and served as Vice President of the
Constitutional Court.
Since July 2011, Matthias Stauch is State
Council for the Senator for Justice and

Constitution as well as the Senator for Eco-
nomics, Labour and Ports in Bremen. At the
University of Bremen, he works as an hono-
rary professor since 2008.

1. When did you study/work at the Universi-
ty of Bremen and why did you choose Bre-
men?

| studied at the University of Bremen from 1973
to 1979. | chose Bremen because of the atmo-
sphere of transition and the multidisciplinary
social science orientation of law school back
then. The curiosity about social structures has
never left me throughout my

professional practice

try awarded a research
collaboration in which the
University of Bremen was
significantly involved with
the Steel Innovation Prize
2015. Every three years
the prize is awarded in
the categories ,steel pro-
ducts”, ,steel in research
and development®, ,steel
in construction® and ,steel
design®.

The collaboration pro-
ject of the universities in
Bremen, Aachen, Munich
and Kaiserslautern is cal-
led ,High Performance
Components - Innovative
concepts to increase the
performance and reliability
of highly stressed compo-
nents“ and was awarded in
the category ,Steel in Re-
search and Development®.
The aim of this project is

to improve design and to
develop new concepts for
alloys and heat treatment
for drive technology com-
ponents. The designed
steel materials, which are
extremely resistant and
nevertheless significantly
insensitive to
can for example be used in
gears, bearings and drive
shafts.

Dr. Hans-Werner Zoch, one

The modern steel
material has considerable
potential for innovation.”

Bremen Professor Placed 4th in Nationwide
Ranking as Important Political Advisor

he University of Bremen per-

forms well in the current ran-
king of the Centre for Higher Ed-
ucation Development (CHE) and
the weekly newspaper ,Die Zeit"
in the fields of relation to profes-
sional practice and the duration of
studies. The subjects geography,
earth sciences, computer science,
mathematics, nursing, physics and
political science were evaluated in
the ranking.

The results show that geo sci-
ences at the University of Bremen
have been very successful in the
acquisition of research funds as
well as the computer science in
the international orientation and

the promotions. Political science
students are very satisfied with the
support provided by teachers and
the curriculum.

,Given the austerity discussions,
which are well known to students,
| am very satisfied with the results
of the recent CHE university ran-
kings. Despite the difficult condi-
tions, they show the great commit-
ment of our scientists for teaching
and learning. Where there is pent-
up demand according to the CHE
ranking, we will take a closer look
and readjust,” Professor Dr. Tho-
mas Hoffmeister, Vice President
for Teaching and Learning at the
University of Bremen, says.

urrent research shows that
Ceconomists in an advisory
role have a much bigger impact on
the media and also in circles of po-
litico-economic policy makers than
other scientists. In the economists

ranking 2014 by the ,Frankfurter
Bremen’s

Allgemeine Zeitung®,
Professor Dr. Rudolf
Hickel was placed
fourth as a political
advisor. The asses-
ments made by the
University’seconomist
about broad issues of
political economy are
in high demand.

In early May this
year for example, he

spoke to around 6.000 listeners
about alternatives to economic po-
licies and minimum wage. Prof. Dr.
Hickel was significantly involved in
establishing the University of Bre-
men and in 1971 he was appoin-
ted professor of political economy
with a focus on public finance.
Two years later
he was appoin-
ted professor for
finance. He was
also Head of the
Department  of
Labor and Econo-
mic Development
at the University
of Bremen from
2001 to 2009.

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Red Chairs as a Sign of Togetherness
University Bremen and Dickinson College celebrate 30 years of cooperation

n 29 May 1985, the first cooperation ag-
Oreement between the University of Bre-
men and the Dickinson College in Carlisle,
Pennsylvania was signed. At that time no one
had certainly expected that this cooperation will
last for 30 years. Since then, over 350 students
from both sides of the atlantic have taken part
in the program. To celebrate the anniversary in
style a delegation around Dickinson President
Nancy Roseman visited the University of Bre-
men recently.

Almost 30 alumni of the program came to Bre-
men for the event, including the first participant
Mathias Ziegfeld. The teacher studied from
1984-85 at the Dickinson College, a memorable
time, as he showed in his presentation. Together
with numerous former teachers, program staff
and guests from the Dickinson College, memo-
ries were
